• Let the coach do their job and do not confuse the players by telling them what to do. 
 

• Always respect the match official’s decisions.  
 

• Be generous in victory and dignified in defeat.  
 

• Acknowledge good individual and team performance from all players, irrespective of the 
team in which they play.   

 
• Avoid criticising a player for making a mistake – mistakes are a part of learning.  

 
• Never engage in, or tolerate, offensive, insulting, or abusive language or behaviour.   

 
• Remain at all times outside the field of play and within a designated spectators’ area,
